In the event there is any conflict between the gious of the original South Jefferson Redevelopmen
Plan and this Amended Redevelopment Plan, theprthasions of the two Plans shall be construed
insofar as possible to be consistent, but if thisat possible then the provisions of this Amended
Redevelopment Plan shall govern.

A. INTRODUCTION

On March 12, 2001, the Board of Commissioners efC@ity of Roanoke Redevelopment and Housing
Authority (“RRHA") approved the original South Jeffon Redevelopment Plan, in which the South
Jefferson Redevelopment Area was designated aPD&REL OPMENT PROJECT under Chapter 1,
Article 7, Title 36, Code of Virginia (as in effeict March 2001) because it was found to be a Hikgd
or deteriorated area" in need of concentrated puwaaliion in order to remove blight and blighting
influences and permit proper redevelopment so ageémgthen the economic base of the City of
Roanoke, Virginia. The Roanoke City Council subsetly approved the South Jefferson
Redevelopment Plan on March 19, 2001.

The problems identified in the South Jefferson Rebtigpment Area included: deteriorated and
dilapidated structures, deficient streets, sidesjadkd drainage, deleterious land uses, obsolete
layout/faulty arrangement of design, obsolescefhmed hazards, abandoned structures, abandoned
vehicles, an accumulation of debris and overgraws) ldepressed economic business activity, and a
decline in the economic impacts for the City of Ralee. Studies determined that 74.4% of the tatad |
area, comprising 77.8% of the tax parcels, in thatls Jefferson Redevelopment Area was, for one or
more of the reasons set forth in the applicableitgs, either blighted and deteriorated or imprlyper
developed, or both. The remaining parcels weresely affected by these conditions. The targed ar
was designated as a Redevelopment Area for the@geigf removing blight and blighting influences and
with a goal of providing for the physical and ecomio revitalization of the area.

As explained in more detail below, efforts undeetaby RRHA under the terms of the original South
Jefferson Redevelopment Plan, combined with prigatwvities in the South Jefferson Redevelopment
Area, have resulted in substantial progress toweahieving the goals and objectives of the origBalith
Jefferson Redevelopment Plan. RRHA is still endageedevelopment activities on parcels within the
South Jefferson Redevelopment Area, and there nsnaaneed for targeted attention to those progertie
as well as to properties located in Phase 4 oStheh Jefferson Redevelopment Area.

B. DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT AREA

The boundary of the South Jefferson Redevelopmesd & delineated on the Boundary and
Acquisition Map (Exhibit 1a), South Jefferson Reelepment Area, Roanoke Redevelopment and
Housing Authority (RRHA), dated January 5, 2001d anfurther described as follows:

C. CONDITIONS REQUIRING REDEVELOPMENT AT TIME OF A PPROVAL OF THE
ORIGINAL SOUTH JEFFERSON REDEVELOPMENT PLAN

The original South Jefferson Redevelopment Plarwvtha approved by the Board of Commissioners of
RRHA on March 12, 2001, and approved by the RoaikeCouncil on March 19, 2001, sets out the
conditions that were deemed to require redevelopaeenf the date of the approval of the
Redevelopment Plan. Section C of the original Bdaefferson Redevelopment Plan (“Conditions



Requiring Redevelopment”) details the conditiond facttors that were found to be present in the
Redevelopment Area and that supported the detetimintnat the area qualified as a “blighted or
deteriorated area” eligible for redevelopment urterlaw in effect at the time the original South
Jefferson Redevelopment Plan was approved.

D. REDEVELOPMENT ACTIVITY SINCE APPROVAL OF THE ORI GINAL SOUTH
JEFFERSON REDEVELOPMENT PLAN

The attached graphic titled “Property Transactier®uth Jefferson Redevelopment Area” shows the
properties acquired by RRHA and conveyed for reldgraent since the adoption of the original South
Jefferson Redevelopment Plan.

RRHA acquired thirty-four tax parcels located ie fRedevelopment Area, comprising approximately 25
acres, more or less, through eleven (11) volurttarnysactions. These acquisitions included three of the
largest parcels in the Redevelopment Area. A pomif one of these eleven parcels was deeded to the
City of Roanoke for use in connection with the RalenRiver flood reduction projettAll of the parcels
acquired by RRHA through voluntary transactionPlase 1 and Phase 1A of the Redevelopment Area
were cleared by RRHA and made available for readgreént by private enterprise. All of these parcels
have either been redeveloped or are currentlydrptbcess of being redeveloped by private entergns
conformance with the terms of the South JeffersedeRRelopment Plan. Properties acquired by RRHA
in Phase 3 of the Redevelopment Area have beensalgrivate entity which, under an agreement with
RRHA, has demolished the existing structures aedred the properfy.RRHA still owns another
property in Phase 3 of the Redevelopment Areahasitan agreement in place to sell that propertiyeto
same private entity once environmental remediatfdhe property is completéddOnce that property is
transferred to the purchaser, the purchaser wititbigated to submit a site development plan fer th
properties to RRHA within eighteen months of thenptetion of site preparation work.

The acquisition, clearance and redevelopment cktipeoperties has had a significant impact in
addressing the blight conditions described above.

RRHA is in the process of acquiring three paraelthée Redevelopment Area through the condemnation
process. Condemnation of these parcels was pursued betizeiserrent owners of such parcels have

E. OTHER PRIVATE ACTIVITY IN THE REDEVELOPMENT AREA  SINCE APPROVAL
OF THE ORIGINAL SOUTH JEFFERSON REDEVELOPMENT PLAN

The attached graphic titled “Property Transactiei®uth Jefferson Redevelopment Area” also shows
the parcels in the Redevelopment Area that have deguired irprivate transactions since the date of
approval of the Redevelopment Plan. Since the afatee approval of the Redevelopment Plan, roughly
sixty (60) percent of the real estate transactinribe Redevelopment Arely parce] have been
transactions between private owners in which RRH wot involved. Much of the private owner
activity has occurred in the northern portion & BRedevelopment Area, in Phase 2 and Phase 4rabeve
of these parcels have already been redevelopedthamaer consistent with the Redevelopment Réam, (
current Roanoke City Tax Map Nos. 4022001 and 4022&hich combined some fifteen tax parcels
located in the Redevelopment Area into two largegla that have been redeveloped into an ambulatory
surgery center), while others have been substhnitiaproved. In all, 26 parcels totaling approxiels

13 acres, more or less, within the boundaries ®Redevelopment Area have been acquired by private
entities, with no involvement by RRHA, since thegoral South Jefferson Redevelopment Plan was
adopted.

Additionally, two parcels in the Redevelopment Aheare been redeveloped by the original owner in
conformance with the South Jefferson Redevelopmkmt®

F. OTHER ACTIVITIES IN THE REDEVELOPMENT AREA SINCE APPROVAL OF THE
ORIGINAL SOUTH JEFFERSON REDEVELOPMENT PLAN

Other significant activities in or adjacent to fRedevelopment Area include:

1. The restoration of the Virginian Railway Passerggation (located within the
South Jefferson Redevelopment Area) is being uakientby the Roanoke
Chapter of the National Railway Historical Societypartnership with the
Roanoke Valley Preservation Foundation. The his&iructure is to be restored
and returned to a combination of public and privege. Federal and State grants
totaling more than $500,000 have been obtaine@ginlthe restoration.

G. PROGRESS TOWARD ACHIEVING GOALS AND OBJECTIVES SINCE APPROVAL
OF THE ORIGINAL SOUTH JEFFERSON REDEVELOPMENT PLAN

Substantial progress has been made toward achitheéngpals and objectives set out in the original
South Jefferson Redevelopment Plan. A substgardilon of the Redevelopment Area has been
redeveloped so as to eliminate blight, blightinffuiences, deteriorating structures and deletetimud
uses.Appendix A (attached and made a part of this Amended Redawvent Plan) contains
photographs showing the condition of propertieh@Redevelopment Area prior to the commencement
of redevelopment activities along with photographsewing the current condition of the propertiegmaft
redevelopment activities. The redevelopment hasga@ded in an orderly manner so as to tie the
Redevelopment Area more closely to the central dowmn area of the City, thereby strengthening both
areas. Redevelopment focused on medical/bioméhicedchnology and related uses has produced a
stable mix of appropriate business which genenattstantial economic value for the City of Roanoke.

However, there remain some portions of the Redpwedmt Area, primarily located between Williamson
Road and the Roanoke River in Phase 4 of the Régsuent Area, which continue to be in need of
redevelopment, and the redevelopment of these Isamoild provide additional benefits to the City of
Roanoke. A number of these parcels remain inefised condition. Purchasers of some of theselparce
have approached RRHA and/or the City of Roanoldidcuss potential redevelopment of those parcels.
Additionally, the existence and enforcement of @eneral Land Use Plan set forth in the originaltBou
Jefferson Redevelopment Plan, and the use andcenfent of thé&esign Guidelines for the South
Jefferson Redevelopment Arbave resulted in an orderly, uniform redevelopinvath substantial
positive benefits for the City of Roanoke. Accaogly, is it desirable and appropriate that certepects

of the South Jefferson Redevelopment Plan remasnatige in order to control, direct and assist
development of those parcels still in need of rettgument.

Additionally, it is desirable and necessary thataie provisions of the South Jefferson Redevelagme
Plan remain in effect in order to govern ongoingd planned redevelopment of parcels which have
already been acquired by RRHA, or which RRHA ishi@ process of acquiring, so that these properties
will be redeveloped in an appropriate manner coasivith the intent of the South Jefferson
Redevelopment Plan and the provisions ofillagign Guidelines for the South Jefferson Redexsdop
Area This includes redevelopment of the remainingprty in Phase 1 of the Redevelopment Area
which has been acquired by RRHA, but not yet reldgesf, which is necessary in order to complete that
phase of the redevelopment project, as well assetolement of the property to be acquired by
condemnation in Phase 2 of the Redevelopment Arezhich is a highly visible property and is in a

location that will help to tie together redeveloprnactivities undertaken by RRHA with development
activities undertaken through private transactions.

H. REDEVELOPMENT AREA TO REMAIN IN EFFECT AS DELINE ATED IN ORIGINAL
SOUTH JEFFERSON REDEVELOPMENT PLAN

The boundaries of the Redevelopment Area as estiabliin the original South Jefferson Redevelopment
Plan shall remain unchanged.

l. GOALS AND OBJECTIVES TO REMAIN IN EFFECT AS TO U NDEVELOPED
PARCELS

The Goals and Objectives set forth in Section Eheforiginal South Jefferson Redevelopment Plan
(“Statement of Goals and Objectives”) are herelaffirened. Particularly, there is a need for conéd
redevelopment of the remaining undeveloped paicdle Redevelopment Area, particularly those
parcels in Phase 1, Phase 2, Phase 3 (which Hre process of redevelopment), and parcels in Rhase
which have not yet been redeveloped, in order dwigde for appropriate land uses, to have such fmrce
redeveloped in accordance with the Redevelopmemt, B provide for an orderly development
framework in order to connect the RedevelopmenaAnere closely to the central downtown area, and
to permit improved public access to and enjoyméith® Roanoke River.

J. GENERAL LAND USE PLAN TO REMAIN IN EFFECT

The General Land Use Plan set forth in the origBmlth Jefferson Redevelopment Plan (Section E,
including subsections a. though g.) shall remaiefiact, and is hereby incorporated by reference as
though fully set forth.

K. REDEVELOPMENT TECHNIQUES TO BE USED TO ACHIEVE P LAN OBJECTIVES

Based on the substantial progress that has bees toaerd achieving the goals and objectives of the
South Jefferson Redevelopment Plan since its aphrihe need for continued aggressive acquisition,
clearance and redevelopment of additional landiwitie Redevelopment Area utilizing public funds ha
greatly diminished. Accordingly, as of the datehe# approval of this Amended Redevelopment Plan
RRHA will focus on redevelopment through privat@nigactions with owners of properties in the
Redevelopment Area (either through voluntary adtjoisof properties if requested or agreed to by th
property owner(s) or through partnerships to suppener redevelopment of the properties). With the
exception of the properties it is currently in fhrecess of acquiring through the condemnation @®ice
RRHA has no present plans to acquire any additipragerties in the Redevelopment Area unless the
acquisition is at the request of, or with the agreet of, the owner(s) of the property. With theeption
of the properties it is currently in the processoduiring through the condemnation process, RRbiésd
not intend at this time to use the power of emirmkmain to acquire additional properties in the
Redevelopment Area. However, eminent domain veilcbnsidered in very narrow circumstances as
permitted under Virginia Code § 1-219.1, or othgpleable laws, but only based on additional future
action by the Board of Commissioners of RRHA.

From and after the date of approval of this Amernidedevelopment Plan, RRHA will no longer actively
seek to acquire additional properties in the Reldgweent Area. However, RRHA intends to complete
the acquisition of the three parcels which it isrently seeking to acquire through condemnation
proceedings. The attached “Boundary & Acquisifidap” delineates the remaining properties in the
Redevelopment Area which RRHA will consider for aisifion if requested or agreed to by the property
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owner(s). RRHA will consider acquisition of addital properties in the Redevelopment Area only on
the bases set forth below.

1. Acquisition of Real Property by Use of Emin®amain

From and after the date of approval of this Ameni@edevelopment Plan, property designated as
property “to be considered for acquisition” on gttached Boundary & Acquisition Magill not be
acquired by RRHA through the use of eminent doreaireptin the following limited circumstances:

a. Subject to the availability of funds, RRHA mdilize eminent domain to acquire
property within the Redevelopment Area, and deseghas property “to be
considered for acquisition,” if the property is adlaned. Before eminent domain
may be utilized in any such case, RRHA’s Board ofmthissioners must pass a
resolution (i) determining that the property is mbaned; (ii) identifying the source
of the funds to be used for acquisition of the prog and (iii) authorizing the use of
eminent domain.

b. Subject to the availability of funds, RRHA matlise eminent domain to acquire
property within the Redevelopment Area, and dedeghas property “to be
considered for acquisition,” if the acquisitiomiseded to clear title where one of the
owners agrees to such acquisition. Before emidem&ain may be utilized in any
such case, RRHA’s Board of Commissioners must passolution (i) identifying
the source of the funds to be used for acquisididhe property; and (ii) authorizing
the use of eminent domain.

c. Subject to the availability of funds, RRHA maylime eminent domain to acquire
property within the Redevelopment Area, and dedeghas property “to be
considered for acquisition,” if the acquisitiorbig agreement of all the owners.
Before eminent domain may be utilized in any suasec RRHA’s Board of
Commissioners must pass a resolution (i) identifytre source of the funds to be
used for acquisition of the property; and (ii) aurthing the use of eminent domain.

d. Subject to the availability of funds, RRHA maylime eminent domain to acquire
property within the Redevelopment Area, and deseghas property “to be
considered for acquisition,” if the property iseifsa blighted property. Any such
acquisition shall be conducted under, and in acourd with, the applicable
provisions of Virginia Code 8§ 36-49.1:1 and/or athpplicable laws.

2. Voluntary Acquisition of Real Property

With the exception of the properties it is in thegess of acquiring through the condemnation pmyces
RRHA currently does not intend to acquire additigraperties in the Redevelopment Area, but if
approached by the owner or owners of properti¢sarRedevelopment Area RRHA will consider
purchases of property within the Redevelopment Asied designated as property “to be considered for
acquisition,” through a voluntary transaction wiitle owner(s) and subject to the availability ofdaras
appropriated by the City of Roanoke. RRHA resetiiesight to initiate a request for such voluntary
acquisition if RRHA'’s Board of Commissioners apms\and authorizes such a request.
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3. Adaptive Reuse/Rehabilitation

RRHA will seek to provide assistance in the adaptause and renovation and/or rehabilitation of
buildings (abandoned commercial/residential stmastlto expand housing opportunities and/or provide
for commercial reuse. Adaptive reuse and rehabom will only be accomplished in partnership with
private investors, and if the property can be bhowgp to building codes and local minimum
rehabilitation standards.

4, Public Facilities and Improvements

New street and drainage improvements will be cangtd in accordance with specific improvements
identified in the City of Roanoke’s Capital Improment Program. These improvements involve the
reconstruction of deteriorating sidewalks, streetsbs and gutters, water and sewer improvemeats, n
street construction, flood reduction measures,ipiav of landscaped open space and general aestheti
improvements in the area. Where there are stréetateies, they will be resurfaced and/or widened.
Curb and gutter and sidewalks and storm drainagbes and piping will be provided to improve
circulation and correct drainage problems and eroditilities will be improved as needed throughout
the Redevelopment Area.

5. Private Redevelopment of Parcels

RRHA will seek to encourage owner redevelopmemenfaining properties within the Redevelopment
Area that have not yet been redeveloped. RRHAawilisider a plan of development by an existing
property owner for the owners’ properties if thegwsed development plan complies with the provision
and intent of the Amended South Jefferson Redewstop Area Plan. RRHA may choose to proceed in a
contractual relationship with the owner to ensuseand and wholesome development in accordance
with the Redevelopment Plan. Subject to the albiiiha of funds as appropriated by the City of

Roanoke, RRHA will consider providing assistancewmers, in the form of loans or grants of funds, t
facilitate the construction, reconstruction or fgh&tion of properties.

6. Making Land Acquired Available for Redevelogihe

If RRHA acquires additional property in the Redeyghent Area utilizing any of the techniques sethfor
in this Amended Redevelopment Plan, RRHA will mgkat property available to private enterprise/non-
government persons or entities or to public-priyagnerships/joint ventures for the purposes of
redevelopment.

7. Redeveloper's Obligations

The redeveloper will be subject to the followinghddions which shall be implemented by appropriate
covenants running with the land or other provisimndisposition instruments or loan documents.

a. The redeveloper shall begin and complete tlieldpment or rehabilitation of
Redevelopment Area property within the time spediiin the disposition instruments or
rehabilitation loan documents.

b. The redeveloper shall retain all interest awglin the property until the completion of

improvements, construction and development of thegrty so acquired or property to be
rehabilitated, pursuant to the Redevelopment Ptainsaall not sell, lease or transfer the
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interest acquired or any part thereof prior to stmmpletion of improvements, construction
and development without the consent of RRHA.

c. Should the redeveloper sell or transfer the gmymafter completion of the improvements,
construction and development of the property saiaed, the redeveloper shall, prior to the
closing of such transaction, provide RRHA with atten commitment from the purchaser or
transferee, in a form acceptable to RRHA, configrtimat the purchaser/transferee is aware
of the covenants running with the land and/or otloerditions set forth in the disposition
instruments or loan documents referenced in suleseat and agreeing to comply with those
provisions and with all other applicable provisi@ishe Redevelopment Plan.

8. Ongoing Redevelopment

Purchasers who acquired property in the RedevelopArea prior to the date of approval of this
Amended Redevelopment Plan shall remain subjeatt tf the provisions of the original South Jeffars
Redevelopment Plan and this Amended Redevelopntamt P

9. Acaquisition of Easements/Right-of-Way in thedevelopment Area

Nothing in this Amended Redevelopment Plan shaidestrued to affect any rights the City of Roanoke
may have to acquire easements and/or public rifyinay in the Redevelopment Area, nor shall it be
construed to affect the rights of the City of Rdamor any public service or utility company to aicqu
such easements or right-of-way as may be needemdi@r to provide necessary utility services.

L. OTHER PROVISIONS NECESSARY TO MEET STATE AND LOC AL LAW

1. Portions of the South Jefferson Redevelopmeea Aparticularly the area located between
Williamson Road and the Roanoke River in the nath@ortion of the Redevelopment Area, remain
substandard by reason of commercial or industiiatgires and improvements that are dilapidated or
deteriorated, and due to obsolescence, deteriorafistructures, flood hazards and other conditions
detrimental to public health, safety or welfardraf citizens of Roanoke. This portion of the
Redevelopment Area continues to contain “blightexpprty” (as that term is defined in Virginia
Code 8 36-3) and continues to be a “blighted afas'that term is defined in Virginia Code 8§ 36-3).

2. The South Jefferson Redevelopment Area is @pipte for clearance, redevelopment and
rehabilitation treatment by the necessity to rempvevent and reduce the remaining blight, blightin
influences and other causes of blight.

3. Proposed land uses within the Redevelopmerd Aage a definite relationship with local objective
as to the appropriate land uses and transportatidalic utilities, recreation, and community faibds
and other improvements.

4. The Amended Redevelopment Plan indicates thaireng properties that RRHA will consider
acquiring within the Redevelopment Area. HoweRRRHA does not intend to acquire any of these
properties at this time, but instead will focusredevelopment through private transactions with
owners of properties in the Redevelopment Areadeithrough voluntary acquisition of properties if
requested by the owner(s), or through partnershigsipport owner redevelopment of the properties).
Because RRHA does not intend to take active stepsduire additional properties at this time,
funding sources are not being identified at thiseti
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5. Funding for the acquisitions of those propentitagch RRHA is currently in the process of acqudrin
through the condemnation process has already eeatad by the City of Roanoke as a part of the
budget for the South Jefferson Redevelopment Blais,to be allocated from funds appropriated by
the City of Roanoke for development purposes, whitlounts are sufficient to cover all anticipated
costs of these acquisitions. The City of RoanagidtRRHA are parties to an “Amended and
Supplemented South Jefferson Cooperation Agreefiemhich, among other things, obligates the
City of Roanoke to provide “all necessary and appate funding to enable RRHA to fulfill its
obligations hereunder and to accomplish the goalsobjectives set forth in the [South Jefferson
Redevelopment] Plan.” In March 2009, that “Amended Supplemented South Jefferson
Cooperation Agreement 2” was extended for a peavfdive (5) years, to and including March 18,
2014.

6. The use of eminent domain for acquisition ofitoleal property in the Redevelopment Area will be
considered only in very narrow circumstances amjteyd under Virginia Code § 1-219.1, or other
applicable laws, and only after funding sourcegtieracquisition have been identified and onlyrafte
further action by RRHA'’s Board of Commissioners.

7. From and after the date of approval of this AdeehRedevelopment Plan, if RRHA acquires any
additional property/properties within the Redevehemt Area, and designated as property “to be
considered for acquisition,” such property shalhtsde available to private enterprise/non-
government persons or entities or to public-priyatenerships/joint ventures for the purposes of
redevelopment in accordance with the terms ofAhiended Redevelopment Plan. This Amended
Redevelopment Plan indicates to the maximum exiessgible the real property to be made available
to private enterprise/non-government persons dtietor to public-private partnerships/joint
ventures, for the purposes of redevelopment, itimed by RRHA.

8. The Amended Redevelopment Plan clearly indidieproposed land uses, building and
rehabilitation requirements in the Redevelopmerair

9. The Redevelopment Area was determined to biblditpr clearance and redevelopment under
Virginia Code 88 36-48 & 36-49, as in effect iniidla 2001, because the area as a whole (interpreted
to mean at least 51 percent of the total area)‘laghted or deteriorated” and the remaining
property either suffered from factors causing hlighfrom conditions which prevented property
development to implement the South Jefferson Rédpreent Plan. Virginia Code § 36-3, as
currently in effect, specifically provides that tteem “blighted area” includes “areas previously
designated as blighted areas pursuant to the pvosisf Chapter 1 (8§ 36-1 et seq.) of this titl&he
South Jefferson Redevelopment Plan provided foraghkzation of local objectives with respect to
the health, safety and welfare of the City of Rdanas specifically set forth in the original South
Jefferson Redevelopment Plan. This Amended Redewent Plan provides for the realization of
local objectives with respect to health, safety aetfare of the City of Roanoke, including:

a. To remove, reduce or prevent remaining blighilighting factors. The
Redevelopment area was determined to meet thenNérgligibility requirements (as
in effect in March 2001) because 74.4 percentefanhd found in the
Redevelopment Area was blighted or deterioraterkbgon of dilapidation and
significant environmental deficiencies (lack of tition, light, sanitary facilities,
overcrowding, flooding, deleterious land use andtjaarrangement or design) and
was detrimental to public health, safety or welfaBtudies showed that at the time
the original South Jefferson Redevelopment Planapasoved, 77.8% percent of the
parcels in the redevelopment area were blightedrbye of dilapidation or
environmental deficiencies, and that the remaimirggas were adversely affected by
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factors causing blight and prevented the propeeldgment of property. Properties
in the Redevelopment Area which have been acqbyd’RHA, but which have not
yet been fully redeveloped, include parcels deetodx blighted or deteriorated at
the time the original South Jefferson Redevelopridant was approved.
Additionally, the remaining parcels in Phase 4hef Redevelopment Area which
have not yet been redeveloped include parcelsitbig deemed to be “blighted or
deteriorated” at the time the original South Jeifer Redevelopment Plan was
approved. Observations and inspections by RRH&H mdicate that virtually all of
these properties remain “blighted or deterioratedth many having deteriorated
further since March 2001.

To protect economic values and tax revenuééypgrading of a blighted and
economically depressed area of the City of Roandkgjnia. The Redevelopment
Area was considered depressed because of deciinmiptpyment and depressed
wages in comparison to City business overall. Tka also suffered from an
inability to generate economic growth and valugpatitemonstrated with declining
revenues and declining labor income and employmest the previous years. The
effects contributed to business closings, reloaatioom the area and/or lower gross
revenues over an extended period. The eliminatidiighted properties and
provision of both direct and indirect public incees for private reinvestment in the
Redevelopment Area has promoted economic and emgloygrowth and enhanced
tax revenues for the City of Roanoke for the ovdrahefit of the community.
However, further benefits could be realized throtlghcompletion of redevelopment
activities currently underway in the Redevelopmt&ma (including the
redevelopment of property acquired by RRHA, butyeitredeveloped, and the
redevelopment of property which RRHA is in the @®g of acquiring), and there is
potential for additional benefits from appropriad@ected redevelopment of
undeveloped properties in Phase 4 of the RedevenpArea in accordance with the
terms of this Amended Redevelopment Plan.

To facilitate the development of land inhibiteaddiverse ownership. Small
individual property ownership and railroad propetst transverses the area made it
difficult for private enterprise to assemble su#fict parcels for redevelopment and to
overcome basic problems of blight and deterioraitiaiihe area. Although

substantial progress has been made in eliminatieggetconditions, the effects of
diverse ownership of small parcels can still bensearticularly in Phase 4 of the
Redevelopment Area.

To make land available for sound wholesome ldgweent by private enterprise, or
by public/private partnerships or joint venturesaccordance with the Amended
Redevelopment Plan and consistent with:
1) Definite Local Objectives As To:
a) Appropriate Land Uses
The Amended Redevelopment Plan has a definiteéoe&hip with
local objectives as to appropriate land uses arportation, public

utilities, recreation, and community facilities aotther
improvements.
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b) Improved Streets and Internal Circulation

Improved bridges, road alignments, property aceeskhs and
roadway surfaces throughout the area will elimirsiteet
deficiencies still existing in parts of the Redeghent Area and
improve circulation, ingress and egress for the arel, connectivity
with adjoining neighborhoods such as Old Southwi2styntown
Roanoke and Belmont.

c¢) Public Utilities

Improved utilities will assure that the area vl provided with
adequate sewers and water service, storm draipager and
advanced technology-telecommunication systems.

d) Flood Impact Reduction

Application of the City of Roanoke’s floodplaingations for new
developments, adaptive reuses, and rehabilitatitmesluce flood
damage and mitigate flood problems within existigdings on
parcels that have not yet been redeveloped.

e) Community Facilities and Other Public Improveisen

Aesthetic and functional improvements will inclugigblic open
space and parks, improved sidewalks, bicycle agging paths and
related enhancements such as street trees, ligitish¢pndscaping.
Landscaping and lighting requirements are alsacthyrassociated
with private redevelopment efforts to improve thvemll aesthetic
nature and character of area properties.

2) Conditions and Limitations on Property Acquisiti

Conditions and limitations on future acquisiti@igproperty within the
Redevelopment Area, if any, including limitationsthe use of eminent
domain, are set forth above in Section K of thisefuded Redevelopment
Plan (and are reiterated in Section L.6 of this Adexl Redevelopment
Plan). An agreement shall be executed between R&tdlthe owner(s) of
any property desiring assistance from, or partteypeby, RRHA in pursuing
owner redevelopment to ensure compliance of dewsdop proposals with
this Amended Redevelopment Plan.

3) Proposed Land Uses for Acquired Property:

Land uses proposed for property to be acquiredetréorth in Section E.2.
Land Use Provisions and Building Requirements efdhginal South
Jefferson Redevelopment Plan and shown on the Beddocand Use Map,
dated January 5, 2001, included in the originalt®defferson
Redevelopment Plan, all of which is incorporateddfgrence into this
Amended Redevelopment Plan.
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4) Conditions and Limitation Including Time, Undathich Additional Property
Acquired by RRHA, if Any, Shall be Made Available:

At the time property is made available for rehigdtibbn or redevelopment by
public or private enterprise and/or public/privatatnerships or joint
ventures, RRHA shall stipulate in disposition ingtents that such
rehabilitation or redevelopment treatment shalkttmpleted within a
reasonable time. (Reasonable time is under nazimaimstances construed
to mean not more than eighteen months from theafatenveyance of
property, but RRHA reserves the right to utiliz6etent or longer time
periods based on the characteristics of the prppitie nature of the
proposed redevelopment, and/or other relevantif®gtOther conditions and
limitations are set forth in Section E.2 of thegaral South Jefferson
Redevelopment Plan, which is incorporated by refegento this Amended
South Jefferson Redevelopment Plan.

5) Standards of Design, Construction, Maintenablse, and Other Measures to
Eliminate and Prevent Blight:

Such standards are embodied in Section E andHeaif the original South
Jefferson Redevelopment Plan andBlesign Guidelines for the South
Jefferson Redevelopment Aredl of which are incorporated by reference.
Where adaptive reuse is not appropriate or fegsil#arance is proposed in
order to assure removal of existing physical andrenmental causes of
blight and to provide for the public improvemerdgguired to serve the area
and prevent the recurrence of blighting conditim®ulting from adverse
environmental factors.

6) Relocation Assistance Plan for Displaced Busegsnd Non-Profit
Organizations:

RRHA will offer relocation assistance and serviassequired under
Virginia's Uniform Relocation Assistance and Readerty Acquisition
Poalicies Act of 1972, as amended (hereafter radeimaas “the Act”), and the
related sections of the Virginia Administrative @p¢hereafter referred to as
“the Code”) to businesses and nonprofit organiratitat are to be displaced
as a result of approved redevelopment activitibe Act and the Code are
the basis for this relocation plan and where thiseAded Redevelopment
Plan is in conflict with the Act or the Code, thetAr the Code shall govern.

M. CONTINUING OBLIGATIONS OF PURCHASERS AS TO PROPE RTY ACQUIRED
PRIOR TO EFFECTIVE DATE OF THIS AMENDED REDEVELOPME NT PLAN

Nothing in this Amended Redevelopment Plan shatidrestrued to alter, amend or modify in any way
the obligations of purchasers of any property enRedevelopment Area acquired from RRHA prior to
the effective date of this Amended Redevelopmeaut PAIl such obligations, including all contradtua
obligations set forth in any agreement for purchadbe property and all obligations set forth nya
deed or other disposition documents, shall renrafall force and effect.

Additionally, nothing in this Amended RedevelopmPrtdan shall be construed to alter, amend, modify or
impair any rights or remedies which RRHA has, whettontractual or otherwise, with regard to any
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property in the Redevelopment Area acquired by RRIdA conveyed to a third party for use in
accordance with the South Jefferson Redevelopniant P

In the event there is any conflict between the igioxas of the original Redevelopment Plan for tioeit
Jefferson Redevelopment Area and this Amended Réalawent Plan, then they shall be construed
insofar as possible to be consistent, but if thisat possible then the provisions of this Amended
Redevelopment Plan shall govern.

N. PROCEDURES FOR AMENDMENTS

This Amended Redevelopment Plan may be amendedtinagrto time upon compliance with the
requirements of law and outstanding covenant rjgitsvided that prior to the passage of any regwiut
amending the Amended Redevelopment Plan the ovirsarydand in the Redevelopment Area
previously disposed of by RRHA for use in accor@éawith the South Jefferson Redevelopment Plan
and/or the Amended Redevelopment Plan shall beng@i¢n notice stating when and where the
Roanoke City Council will consider any resolutioraeting such amendment(s), and shall further advise
where a copy of the proposed amendment(s) andcespraescription of the proposed change(s) may be
inspected. Such written notice shall be mailele@adt thirty (30) days prior to the consideratidray

such resolution by the Roanoke City Council.
